I recently received a request for this type of information. An Attorney-Advisor in New York attended a class in May.  He could not get the course certified for individual credit in New York, because the NYCLE Board requires at least sixty days notice prior to attending a program.  However, if some other state’s program (a “qualifying jurisdiction”… about 30 states “qualify”) approves the CLE, it can by used to meet the requirements in NY.  This is certainly an area where the Association of Attorney-Advisors can provide another valuable service to its members, but only if the members help provide input.
